As a reminder, here were your cues for the spatial part of your SRP in Assignment #3.  
Where:  Are you interested in San Diego?  In the region?  In California?  In a particular neighborhood?  Bounded by certain streets or landmarks?  Inside a building?  On a campus?  Does it happen in more than one place or is the idea confined to a certain location (if so, why?)?  Does your issue deal with things that are close together and thus impact each other, or far apart and thus impact each other?  If you look at the issue from another angle, does it look different?  Are there particular objects that are important to your topic, such as street lights, benches, parking spaces, buildings, sunshine, views, transit routes?  Did your issue/topic happen because of where it is ( i.e., how important is the place itself)?
Questions you should have answered on your research portfolio page: 
(1) What is the geographical focus of your research? The answer to this should be a state, country, municipality, neighborhood, building, etc. If it is a neighborhood, you will need to identify the streets which enclose that neighborhood and if it is a building(s), you will need their physical addresses. 
(2) What are the key spatial factors that have a bearing on your research?  List three.  Here is an example. If you are studying transit accessibility, then transit routes, transit stops and residential locations are all key spatial factors that have a bearing on your research.  Here is another example. If you are studying environmental justice, then residential locations, zoning and park locations might be key spatial factors.
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
